BioPRYNⓇ is a fast and accurate blood pregnancy test for ruminants produced by the company Biotracking LLC.

 Stands for Pregnant Ruminant Yes or No. The specific test we use is an enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay(ELISA) that evaluates the blood for a specific protein found in bovin blood. The specific protein is known as Pregnancy Specific Protein B(PSPB). It is produced by the placenta on all pregnant animals. The protein can be detected as early as 30 days pregnant.





Sample Submission


Sample submission takes as little as 2 ml of blood to run the test. The blood can be collected in any size red top tube. Individual disposable needles must be used so there is no cross contamination between cows. Make sure cows are identified correctly and tubes are labeled correctly.





Accuracy


The test has an overall accuracy of 97% with a less then 1% false negative rate. False positives are due PSPB left circulating in the blood after early embryonic death.    





Animals to be submitted


Animals that are at least 30 days pregnant can be submitted for tests. The animals also must be at least 90 days fresh so there is no residual PSPB left in the blood after calving. Tests are currently being run on Thursdays and Fridays with the results being returned the next day.





Using bioPRYN® in Syncronization programs


BioPRYN® has been used on many farms in reproductive syncronization  programs. Blood is drawn from the cow on shot day, 32 days after breeding and GnRH is given to all cows. Lab turn around time is 27 hrs after samples are setup. This allows results to be back to the farm before the prostaglandin is administered to open cows on the 39th day.





Rechecking pregnant cows


Because embryo loss is normal it is our recommendation that all pregnant cows should be rechecked between 60-70 days after A.I.  and then again before going dry. Our preference is to have the cows palpated or ultrasounded so that twins can be detected, but using bioPRYN® again is certainly an option.
